"With software and content vendors facing piracy and revenue leakage problems, and the digital 

media markets set to explode, the company is well positioned to serve the new consumer-pull 

markets the Internet has fostered. I am excited to be taking up the challenge of leading this 

pioneering enterprise into the international, yet still emergent, Digital Asset Rights Management 

markets.

(IIPA), in February 2006, stated that content publishers and independent software vendors are 

facing chronic revenue leakage, with annual global software piracy valued at US$10bn and content 

at US$5bn. 

 

Further, according to Frost & Sullivan's World Digital Rights Management Markets report, released 

in May 2006: "The advent of the Internet has enabled the flow of information, giving rise to loss of 

data, not only due to human error, but the ease of accessibility to the repository of information 

available out there. As the DRM industry is beginning to gain momentum, vendors with solutions 

for the enterprise or entertainment market are poised to gain significantly".  

 

Optimiser's services and technology are unique. Optimiser's groundbreaking solution is a Web-

based Digital Management (DM) service for the controlled distribution, in-the-field management 

and unique point-of-use billing of software and content. Unlike conventional License and 

Subscription Management solutions, Optimiser provides near real-time data to both vendor and 

user, for activity-based accounting of both sales and purchase investments, respectively.
